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Cutting and Trimming Lawns  

When mowing your grass, make sure that you are also 

trimming.  Trimming means cutting the grass  around 

your building, sidewalks, parking areas, bushes, trees, 

grills, picnic tables , garbage cans, etc. You will be 

charged if maintenance has to come do the trim work 

at your unit.  You must do both (Mow and Trim)!

Lock-out fees are $18.50 between 8:00 AM & 4:00 PM on regular work days .  

A lock-out after hours, weekends or holidays the fee is $40.00.   

We do NOT respond to lock-out calls after 11:00 PM and before 7:00 AM.  CCHA 

will cut extra unit keys at the tenantõs request at the cost of $2.00 per key.

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Messages         From CCHA  

Children  

Parents are reminded that they are responsible for their childrenõs 

behaviors on all Clinton County Housing Authority property.   

¶ Supervise your children at all times 

¶ Keep children in designated play areasð NOT in the street 

¶ Parents are responsible for any damage to CCHA property  

Outdoor Water Use:  Tenants are not permitted to use water outdoors under any circumstances.  Hoses, pools, 
and water toys are all strictly prohibited.  After an initial warning, tenants will be assessed a Tamper fee of $25.00 
for abusing water usage restrictions.   

 

Guests and Visitors:  Visitors stay less than 8 hours and are permitted anytime.  Guests stay more than 8 hours.  

Tenants are permitted to have guests; however, these stays must be limited to no more than 14 nights during a 12 

month period.  CCHA will aggressively monitor and enforce this policy.  
 

Charcoal and Gas Grills: 

Keep grills in clear, open areas whenever they are in use.  Discard cold charcoal,  
and turn off gas at the cylinder each time.  

Children under 

age 12 must wear 

a helmet while 

riding a bicycle 

under state law.
