¶ Public Housing resi-

dents have higher in-

stances of asthma and 

cardiovascular disease. 

¶ Smoking is the leading 
cause of fire deaths in 

Public Housing. 

¶ Maintenance costs in-
crease significantly in a 

smokerõs apartment. 

If these reasons donõt con-
vince you to quit, consider 
the cost.  A family that 

smokes just two packs per 
day ($5.00 per pack) will 

The Clinton County Housing 

Authority recently adopted a 

policy that strictly limits 

tobacco use on Authority 

property.  The policy stops 

just short of enacting HUD 

Notice PIH-2009-21 (HA) 

encouraging Public Housing 

Authorities to ban tobacco 

use completely.  For now, 

tenants are permitted to use 

tobacco within their own 

apartment.  Tobacco use is 
not permitted on any other 

Authority property.   

This HUD notice cites the 

following background: 

¶ Secondhand smoke 

contains hundreds of 
chemicals that are 

known to be toxic. 

¶ Secondhand smoke 
causes respiratory 
illness, heart disease, 

cancer, and other ad-

verse health effects.

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HEATING SEASON 

In 2009, CCHA paid over $277,000 in utility 

expenses to heat tenant apartments.  Thatõs a 
staggering amount of money.  Although natu-

ral gas prices remain steady for now, elec-

tricity costs will jump an estimated 35% in 

2010.  To help keep costs in check, CCHA has 

undertaken an aggressive campaign to re-

place old, inefficient furnaces.  By yearõs end, 

nearly every furnace will have been replaced 

with a high-efficiency model. 

Tenants must accept responsibility to con-
serve energy.  Leaving doors, storm doors, 

and windows opened during colder weather is 
a lease violation.  Tampering with the thermo-

stat is also a lease violation.  These actions 

will result in a Tamper Fee of $25. 

If you feel cold, check these items fist: 

¶ Doors & Windows Tightly Closed 

¶ Heat Registers & Returns Clear 

¶ No Heat Source Near Thermostat 

Try wearing warmer clothing and footwear.  

You canõt expect to feel warm when youõre 
wearing shorts, t-shirts and bare feet when 

itõs 14 degrees outside.  Cover up with a 
blanket or throw when reading or watching 

TV.  When youõre less active, you tend to 

feel cold. 

Family unit thermostats are set to 70 de-

grees.  Thatõs sufficient to provide comfort-

able living during the winter months. 

If you qualify for a Pennsylvania Rent Rebate, 

CCHA can provide the required Rent Certifi-

cate. 

DO NOT bring your rebate booklets to CCHA.  

CCHA only provides the Rent Certification.  
Contact your local CCHA office to request a 

Rent Certification for 2009.  Rent Rebate 

Booklets are available at State Representa-
tive, Mike Hannaõs Office (see location in-

formation below).

Did you know... 

RENOVO TENANTS 

SHOULD MAIL ALL 

PAYMENTS TO THE 

RENOVO OFFICE. 
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MESSAGES from CCHA PROPERTY MANAGER 

PETS: No animals are permitted on CCHA 

Property - EVER!  Tenants who possess a valid 

Pet Permit are permitted to keep only that 

pet according to the rules of the CCHA Pet 
Policy.  Tell your family and friends to leave 

the pets behind when they come to visit. 

SEWERS: Your sewer is designed to remove 
water and waste efficiently.  When you flush 

diapers, feminine products, grease, food, and 
toys; you can expect blockage.  These items 

should be disposed in your trash, not your 

toilet.  Teach your children not to play with 
the toilet.  If your household causes the 

blockage, you can expect to pay the bill to 

clear it.   

TRASH: Every CCHA site has weekly trash 
pickup included in the rent.  Make sure the 
trash goes each week.  CCHA will not tolerate 

accumulated trash of garbage inside or out.  

It stinks, it attracts rodents and bugs, and 

it looks terrible.  If you donõt get rid of it, 

you can expect CCHA to pick it up and 

charge you for disposal.  Too many times, 

and you will receive an eviction notice. 

RECERTIFICATIONS: Tenants are reminded 

to be accurate and complete when filling 
out your recertification forms.  This infor-

mation is used to calculate your rent and 

determine your eligibility.  Forms returned 

with missing or incomplete information 

could result incorrect rent being charged.  
Please also sign your paperwork, donõt 

print. 

CONFLICTS: Conflicts between tenants 
should be resolved by the tenants, not 

CCHA.  The CCHA solution will be to evict 
both parties.  Confrontational attitudes will 

not be tolerated. 
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
